The agenda for the day includes a review of the rules, practice hitting the ball on the ground and horseback, discussion on strategy, and a scrimmage.  


*You may bring your horse if it does not kick at other horses (if your horse wears a red ribbon in his tail to show, your horse is not suitable)

To prepare your horse:

Take a mallet, broomstick, etc. near your horse to get it used to it.  Rub the mallet over your horse’s neck, back, flank.  Once mounted, have someone hand you the stick and slowly start moving it little by little until you are swinging.

Other tips:

The polo ball is hit with the wide part of the mallet.

Try hitting the ball at both a walk and canter.  To hit forward, hit the ball when it is next to your horse’s front foot.
